This operation/permit may sell prepackaged, or open and prepared
food/drinks, (that includes cooking raw meat, poultry, or fish) from
an enclosed motorized transport (or nonmotorized, towed by a
motorized vehicle).

This operation is not considered a street vendor because it is a
motorized operation.

Food Vehicle/Trailer Permit Categories
e Vehicle - Low Risk
o Prepackaged ice cream, whole uncut produce.
o Plan review fee $787 (one time).
o Health permit $267 (annually), for renewal information see page 15.
e Vehicle -
o Shaved ice, coffee, soft serve ice cream
o Plan review fee $826 (one time).
o Health permit $508 (annually), for renewal information see page 15.
e Vehicle - High Risk
o Kitchen on wheels, more food preparation options than a CMFO.
o Hamburgers, plated meals, tacos
o Plan review fee $851 (one time).
o Health permit $782 (annually), for renewal information see page 15.
Requirements:
e Plan check review with approved equipment.
e Operation must be stored and serviced at an approved commissary.
o List of approved commissaries
e Access to approved restroom within 200 feet.
